In 1993 the number of establishments in
the Sultanate was found to total 85,514, of
which 64,095 were operafional, i.e. 75%,
while the remaining were either closed or
vacant. Al-Batinah region attracts the largest
share of the establishments as it hosted
26.4% of the total establishments and the low-
est percentage was recorded in Al-Wusta
region 1,0%.

The number of operating establishments
belonging to the private sector was 51,122
accounted for 79.8% of the total working
establishments. The number of operating
public sector establishments was 3,318, i.e.
5.2%. Establishments belonging to other sec-
tors were 8,655, representing 15.1% of the
total.

Muscat Governorate accounted for the
highest percentage of private sector estab-
lishments with 30% of the total, whereas Al-
Wusta region recorded the lowest percentage
0.9%. Muscat Governorate also accounted
for the highest percentage of public sector
establishments (22.19:), while the share of Al-
Wusta region was only 2.4%..

With regards the establishments classified
under other sectors, they work particularly in
the community, social fields such as mosques
and other community institutions, were
notably concenirated in the regions of Al-
Batinah, Ash'Sharqgiyyah, Ad'Dakhiliyyah and
Adh'Dhahirah regions.

Significantly, activities such as whole/retail
trading, repair of motor vehicles, and those
involving personal and household goods were
the dominant economic activities accounting
for the largest number of working establish-
ments in the Sultanate. These establishments
accounted for 43.5% of the total. In terms of
relative importance, these activities were fol-
lowed by "Activities of Community, Social and

Other Personal Services®, accounting for 20%
of the total, followed by processing industries
with 17.5%.

Overall, the three above-mentioned activity
groups accounted for mere than 81% of the
total operating establishments in  the
Sultanate. In fact the percentage distribution
of establishments by activity is completely dif-
ferent in the private sector as compared to the
public sector. This is quite natural as the pub-
lic sector establishments are focused on activ-
ities that are non-profit orented. It is worth
highlighting that 76% of the public sector
establishments are working in the fields of
public administration, education, health, trans-
portation and storage. While
only 2.7% of private sector

employees varied according to the type of
activity. Those with one or two workers were
concentrated in the fields of whole/retail trag-
ing, maintenance of vehicles, processing
industries, and community, social and person-
al services. On the other hand large-scale
establishments of economic nature, (20 or
more employees) were basically concentrated
in the fields of whole/retail trading, mainte-
nance of vehicles, construction and process-
ing industries. The share of medium-scale
establishments, (5-14) gradually decreases in
whole/retail trading and maintenance of vehi-
cles, while at the same time, but increased in
the construction sector, which requires large
labour forces.

The percentage distribution
of establishments of econamic
nature by the number of
employees indicates that most
of these are considered small-
scale establishments. About
46.4% of these establishments
employ one person, rising to
83.9% of the total establish-
ments where the number of
workers did not exceed four. It
was noted that large-scale
establishments of an econom-
ic nature, with a warkforce of
25 or more, represented only
2% of the total in both public
and private sectors.

Establishments are grouped into
three categories:

- Having a commercial regis-

tration/municipality license or
both and are performing profit
oriented activity, such as compa-
nies, factories, shops, hotels and
the like.

- Does not have a commercial registra-
tion/municipality license but per-
forms an activity that yields prof-
it such as the barbecue kiosks,
open space vendors inside mar-
kets such as Al-Mawaleh Soug,
Al-Juma' Soug.

- Other establishments (columns 3-21)
that do not have a commercial
registration/municipality license
and are not profit oriented such
as Police Stations, Polyclinics,
Sports Clubs, Welfare and/or
Community Associations, Regional
and International Organizations,

Embassies ..etc.

Sector:

The relationship between an
establishment and a type of

sector is determined by the own-
ership of its capital or assets. It
will be categorized in one of the
following sectors:

Private:If the establishment is owned
by one person or more with the
aim of making profit. Establishments
with capitals co-shared by the gov-
ernment and individuals also fall
under private sector.

Public: If the establishment is fully
owned by the government. This
inclucdes the ministries, govern-
ment administrations and public
schools & hospitals. It also includes
gstablishments of economical
nature provided that the govern-
ment is the sole proprietor.

Communal: Belonging to this catego-
ry are all the establishments
owned by the community. These
perform cultural or social activi-
ties not targeted for making prof-
it, such as sports & cultural clubs,
welfare associations, public
assemblies ... etc.

Other: Any establishment which does
not fall under any of the above
mentioned categories such as:
mosques, embassies, regional
or international organizaitons ...etc.

ls the definition of the type of

work performed by the estab-

lishment in details. If the

establishment is operating in

trading, the activity should clearlg be

defined (grocery, textiles, vegetables)

and stating whether it concemns
whole/retail traders.

If it is an industrial establishment, the
type of idustry it operates should be
stated. It should be noted that some
establishments manufacture certain
products and sell them within their
premises. However, the activity of such
establishemtents shall be considered
industrial and not commercial. In case
of multi-activities, the dominant activity
will be the main industry and this will be
decided by the establishment owner or
caretaker. If the emphasis on different
activities is more or less the same in
terms of output or value that the domi-
nant activity becomes hard to judge,
then they should all be listed. For
example: retail activity in foodstuffs,

clothes, children’s items; or retail activ-
ity in groceries, vegetable and fruit sell-
ing ... etc.

10. Other Activities (if any)

® Mature of establishment:

It is the definitive condition of
the establishment. It could be:

1.Solitary:If the establishment

is an independent one that
neither has branches nor is a
branch of another establisment.

2. Head Office with Branches: If the
establishment has a branch (or
branches) in other places.

3. Branch: If the establisment is a
branch of a head office in other
places.

4. Warehouse: The establishment will
be called a warehouse if it is used
to store goods or products of a
specific establishment and that the
place has a sign-board defining
it a Warehouse.

5. Administrative Office of an Establishment:
An office that belongs to an estab-
lishment where administrative and
managerial activities were per-
formed.
