The population of the Sultanate of Oman now totals
more than (2.331 thousand). This figure represents
all Omani and expatriate individuals.

The population distribution varies from one
Governorates/Regions to another. Al-Batinah Region
constitutes 28% of the total population followed by
Muscat Governorate with just over 27%. This denotes
that more than 55% of the Sultanate’s population
lives in Muscat Governorate and Al-Batinah Region.

The least populated Governorate/Region of the
Sultanate is Al-Wusta Region with barely 1.0% of the
total population, followed by Musandam Governorate
with just over 1.0%.

Distribution of Population (Omani-

Expatriate) by Governorate/Region (Table 2):

The preliminary results have revealed that two thirds of the
Omani population is located in three administrative sec-
tions, which are: Muscat Governorate and Al-Batinah &
A’Shargiyah Regions. Similarly, the same sections consti-
tute the equal percentages of expatriate population i.e. two
thirds of the expatriate population and two thirds of the
Omani population locate in the afore-mentioned adminis-
trative sections.

The results also showed that the resident expatriate popu-
lation and those who happened to be present in the
Sultanate on the census reference night has reached (552
thousand) constituting 23.7% of the Sultanate total popula-
tion.

Muscat Governorate hosts the largest number of expatriate
45% of the total expatriate population, notably drops to
16.1% in Al-Batinah Region which comes in the second
place, followed by Dhofar Governorate 11.5%. On the other
hand the lowest expatriate population was recorded in
A'Dakhiliyah, Al-Wusta & Musandam which collectively
accounted for around 8% of the total expatriate population
in the Sultanate

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Distribution of Population in each
Governorate/Region by Nationality
(Table 3):

The percentage-wise distribution of the population in
each Governorate/Region, indicates that A’Dakhiliyah
Region hosts the lowest expatriate population at just
over 11% of its total population, followed by Al-Batinah
Region with 13.6% expatriates. However, the highest
expatriate population recorded at the reference night
was in Muscat Governorate 40%.

It is worth noting that the expatriate percentage rela-
tive to total Sultanate’s population was almost the
same in both Musandam Governorate and A’Dhahirah
Region (at just under 28%). This percentage is still
lower than this level in Al-Wusta Region but is slightly
higher in Dhofar Governorate.
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Distribution of Population (Omani
Expatriate) by Sex and Sex Ratio in each
Governorate/Region (Table 4):

With regard to the population distribution by sex, the
results have revealed that total male population in the
Sultanate exceeds the female population by some
(286) thousands. Consequently, the sex ratio — which is
the number of males for each 100 females — reaches
(128). This primarily attributed to the dominance of
male expatriates who outnumber female expatriates by
a margin of roughly 3 to 1.

However, the results have revealed on the other hand
that the Omani community is characterized by a har-
monious gender balance with a sex ratio (102) males
for each (100) females, which is a common ratio noticed
in most of the demographically stabilized communities.

The sex ratio for Omanis varies from one region to
another according to internal migration factors. The
maximum was recorded in Al-Wusta Region (115), fol-
lowed by Musandam Governorate (113) then Muscat
Governorate (108). But the female population exceeds
the male population in Al-Batinah, A’Dakhiliyah &
ASharquah Regions where the sex ratio in these
regions is consequently lower than (100).

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Distribution of Housing Units
&Households by Governorate/Region
(Table 5):

Along with the population census, the 2003-Census
Programme included a general census of housing
and households. The census of housing generated a
wealth of information relating to the type of housing
and housing conditions. This data will be published
as soon it is fully tabulated.

The total number of housing units — as per the cen-
sus description of housing unit — exceeds (413) thou-
sand, more than half of which exist in Muscat
Governorate and Al-Batinah Region.

The number of households totals (328) thousand.
Excluding the cases where more than one family
share one housing unit, it was found that the housing
units marked closed (due to absence of occupants or
practically unoccupied) exceed (85 thousand) hous-
ing unit. This figure represents more than fifth the
total housing units in the Sultanate, i.e. one housing
unit out of each five units were marked closed.

Total Number of Housing Units

This figure represents the total number of
housing units revealed by the 2003-
Census preliminary results. The housing
unit — as internationally prescribed — may
be a living quarter i.e. a unit that is pri-
marily designed to accommodate one
household notwithstanding it was occu-
pied at the counting period by more than
one household or was vacant. Examples
of such housing units: Apartment, Villa,
Arabic House, Improvised house
(Areesh, Sandaga) .. etc.

A housing unit may be a public living
quarter, that is to say, it is build for the
purpose of giving accommodation to a
number of individuals having similar con-
ditions, or shared objectives, such as:
Hotels, students boarding houses, physi-
cians rest houses, labour camps .. etc.

Total Number of Households

The total number of households is based
on the technical definition “census house-
hold” which is defined as a group of per-
sons related or not to each other, who
share a housing unit and living arrange-
ments and spent the night of 7/8
December 2003 (the census reference
night) in the same living quarter.
Accordingly, the census living quarter
comprise:

- All individuals who practically live in
that living quarter and were present
during the reference night.

- Guests (relatives or not).

- Servants — househelpers - and others
doing similar tasks.

Members of the household who practical-

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ly live in the same housing unit but have
been during the census reference night in
a place inaccessible to enumerators are
exceptionally counted with their families.
Inaccessible places such as on board
ships, night duties, inpatients, traveling
on the road or in a military camp.

It worth noting that the housing units out-
number the households by some 85 thou-
sand. These are the housing units found
unoccupied during the enumerators’ visit.
They have been categorized in tow
groups:

1st Group: Practically unoccupied hous-
ing units, such as those set
for sale, rent, under construc-
tion or the like.

2nd Group: Physically occupied housing
units but their users were not
present on the census refer-
ence night or the following
counting days.

Readers can sometimes be
confused by the use of ‘popula-
tion indicators’ — unfamiliar
terms that may appear in an
article or report on censuses.
Often we take for granted that
the reader is familiar with such
terms, and hence do not pro-
vide any lexical meaning or
explanation against such terms.
In this bulletin, we will focus on
some of population indicators

Population
Growth Rate

Population Growth Rate “PGR” is
net numerical increase achieved
per year among each one thou-
sand persons. A country defined
as having PGR equals 21 per one
thousand, means that the popula-
tion of that country increase annu-
ally in the rate of 21 persons in
each one thousand.

Sex Ratio:

The Sex Ratio is one of the most
important indicators. It refers to the
number of males available in a given
community against each 100
females. According to the preliminary
results of the 2003 Census, the Sex
Ratio in the Sultanate of Oman has
been recorded at 102, i.e. there are
102 (Omani) males against each 100
(Omani) females. This suggests a
drop from the previous Sex Ratio of
104 recorded in the 1993 Census.
The latest census results also indi-

PGR varies one country to anoth-
er. While it records high levels in
developing countries, where some
of them reach 35 persons per one
thousand persons, it does not sur-
pass 10 persons per one thousand
persons in most of the European
Countries. Not only that, but it may
record zero or even below zero.

cate that the Sex Ratio of the total
population (Omani and expatriate)
dropped to 128 as against the 1993
figure of 140. The reason behind this
high Sex Ratio of the total population
is due to dominant size of the expa-
triate male population compared with
the expatriate female population,
which is outnumbered by a ratio of
3:1.

The present Sex Ratio is an indica-
tion of demographic stability in the
Sultanate. In comparison, the global
average Sex Ratio is 106. Although
the worldwide average points to
males exceeding females globally,
but in some cases however females
outnumber males (Table 4 P.)

The preliminary results of the
Sultanate’s 2003-census have
indicated that the PGR for Omani
population recorded 18.4 per one
thousand persons (i.e. 1.84%). In
other words each one thousand
Omani individuals have increased
by 18.4 per year.
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The total population of the
Sultanate represents the number
of living individuals (Omani and
expatriate) who are domiciled
within the borders of the Sultanate
of Oman on the midnight of 7/8
December 2003 (the census refer-
ence night). It also includes every
Omani national living with his/her
family in the Sultanate but hap-
pened to be abroad on that partic-
ular night (whether or not he/she
returned during the ten days fol-
lowing that reference night) pro-
vided there was a member of the
family who furnished the required
information about him/her.

On the other hand, this figure does
not include expatriates who prima-
rily reside in the Sultanate but
happened to be abroad on the
census reference night, whether
or not they subsequently returned
during the ten-day count.

Population Distribution by
Wilayat in each
Governorate/Region:

The figures illustrating the total
population of each Wilayat (and
consequently in each Governorate/Region)
represent those who were physically
present during the census reference
night in that particular Wilayat,
regardless of whether they were
actual residents of the Wilayat or
happened to be there for one rea-
son or other. This represents the
population distribution on the
basis of “de facto” presence.
However, the design of the census
guestionnaire is such that it gives
the population distribution based

on the place of regular residence
in the Wilayat. This is known as
“de jure” enumeration. Consequently,
there will be two population figures
indicated for each Wilayat:

The first figure:

shows the number of those who
spent the night of 7/8 December
2003 in the Wilayat.

The second figure:

shows the number of the residents
of the Wilayat regardless of their
whereabouts on the census refer-
ence night.

It is worth noting that the total pop-
ulation result indicated in this bul-
letin is derived by an on-field enu-
merators’ manual summation of
the data contained in the registers.
Thus it is susceptible to some
inaccuracy and may consequently
differ slightly from the final audited
results to be published soon. But
the discrepancies, if any, will be
very marginal.

What then?:

Many people assume that the pur-
pose behind conducting the cen-
sus is merely to determine the size
of population. This is perhaps
much inculcated when the prelimi-
nary results are revealed, which
normally reflect the total number of
the units included in the enumera-
tion (housing units, households &
population) as well as their distri-
bution in the Administrative divi-
sions (Governorates, Regions,
Wilayats). However, the census
preliminary results in fact are only
part of hundreds of tables illustrat-
ing hundreds of detailed informa-
tion.
