Establishment of an accurate database regarding
foreign investment statistics in the Sultanate. This is
to provide decision makers with accurate statistics
and recent data of foreign investments so as to enable
them to take the necessary decisions for setting up the

appropriate environment to attract these investments.

Standardizing the measurement of foreign investment
to be consistent with international standards such as

those of the IMF and World Bank.

To define the role of foreign investment in the current

and future development of the national economy.

Distribution of foreign investment in the Sultanate
according to economic sector and determining its

impact on the different sectors.

Identifying the foreign investment sources in the
Sultanate, i.e the geographic distribution according to

country of origin.

Provision of information regarding the impact of
foreign investment on the economy of Oman. This
includes aspects of the labour force, exports and
imports, international services, indebtedness of
private sector and defining the type of investment to
ensure backward and forward linkages necessary for
the development of other sectors to which foreign

investment is not directed.
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The Targeted Sample

he Targeted Sample:

Any domestic establishment incur foreign liabilities
when it receives foreign capital (in form of FDI,
portfolio investment or debt) and pays dividends and
profits for shares, interests and others as proceeds for
foreign investors) established liabilities. Domestic
establishments could have foreign assets in form of
direct investment, in the portfolio and other forms
of investment. Within this framework, the survey
covered all major establishments operating in
national economy which could be categorized into

three groups:
All establishments with FDI

All establishments with portfolio investments and

listed in the Muscat Securities Market (MSM)

All establishments with other investments which

include 100% Omani establishments having

transactions from abroad in the form of loans,
investments or others.

Data collection was through a special form prepared
for this purpose and distributed to establishments
by field researchers. The form included a detailed

explanation for its different articles.

Data Confidentiality:

The data were collected as per the Statistical Law
promulgated by the Royal Decree No (292001/). The
Law stipulates that the data collected will be strictly

confidential and used only for statistical purposes.
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Second: Concepts and Definitions

Foreign Direct Investment (FDI):

An investment reflecting a long-term relationship
and a lasting interest of a resident entity from one
economy in an entity in an economy other than that
of the investor. A ratio of 10% or more of equity

ownership is applied to qualify investment as an FDI.

Foreign Portfolio Investment (FPI):

An investment reflecting the interest of a resident
entity from one economy in an economy other than
that of the investor, in ownership of administratively
inactive fiscal bonds and other assets such as the right
of active management and issuance of bonds control.
A threshold of less than 10% of equity ownership is
applied to qualify an investment as a FPI.

Financial Derivatives:

Are financial instruments linked to a specific tool,
index , or a commodity through which financial risks

can be sold and purchased in the financial markets.
Other Foreign Investments:

Investments other than FDI and FPI such as

commercial credit, loans, deposits and others.

Shareholders» Equity:

Computed as total assets minus total liabilities. It
is the ordinary shares, net worth ownership and
stockholders> equity. It comprises share capital,

retained earnings and other shareholders) equity.
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Income Statement:

A fiscal statement measuring the company financial
performance in a defined accounting period. The
performance is measured by tracking and comparing
revenues and expenditures in the various activities
(operational and non-operational). The list shows the
net profit or loss at the end of the accounting period

which is always for a quarter or full financial year.

Dividends:

They are part of the company»s earnings that are
distributed to its shareholders. They come in the form
of cash or stocks. In most cases, dividends are paid on
a quarterly basis. However, in some cases they are

paid on an annual basis.
Reinvested Earnings:

Consolidated profits earned by the company and its
subsidiaries and associates during the period covered,
after allowing for tax, interest, depreciation and
dividends. Thus it represents the portion of profits

which has been reinvested in the enterprise.

Interest:

Is the cost of borrowing funds in the survey period. It
includes all interest payments on loans from resident

and non-resident creditors.

The Financial Intermediation sector was the
dominant recipient of foreign investment at 30.6
% of the Total Foreign Investment, a sum of RO
4,190.1 million in 2015 compared with RO 4,053.6
million in 2014 and RO 3,900.3 million in 2013.

It was followed by the Oil and Gas Exploration
sector at 30.1 % of the Total Foreign Investment
in 2015. It was followed by the Manufacturing
sector at 226 % and Transport- storage &
communication at 4.7 % of Total Foreign Investment.

Income payment by Foreign Investment Enterprises,
which include dividends, reinvested earnings and in-
terest, was RO 2,229.2 million in 2015 compared
to RO 2,378.0 million in 2014, a decrease of 6.3%.

The value of dividends to Foreign Direct Investors decreased
from RO 1,160.8 millionin 2014to RO 1,150.6 million in 2015.
As well, the reinvested earnings decreased by 3.9% com-
pared with 2015. Income Payments of Other Investments
decreased by 89.6 % in 2015 to reach RO 113.4 million.
