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Methodology, Sources of Data and the Terms Used

Firstly: A Summary of the New Estimates of the New System of National
Accounts (SNA): -

The National Centre for Statistics and Information conducted a comprehensive review to
update the preparation system of national accounts and others that were not previously
prepared for their importance as an index used to measure economical and social
development of the Sultanate.

The Sultanate apply the new System of National Accounts (SNA) approved by the Economic
and Social Council of UN in mid of 1993 after presented by the Bureau of Statistics of the
UN. Application of the system was in two stages; the first included the preparation of the
national accounts series for the period 1980-1997 for production and income generation
accounts according to the international recommendations. The results were published in
the 1997 -Statistical Year Book.

The second stage started directly after the release of the updating results of the first
stage. The expansion of surveys carried out has a significant impact in the preparation
and construction of accounts. Together with this, was the reliance on the direct data and
methodologies instead of the indirect methods previously used in some activities; whereas
updating of methodologies for preparation of accounts of production and income generation
for some economic activities was achieved. During this stage, data were classified and coded
according to the classifications stated in the SNA. The work included the transference of
some data collected based on commercial accounting concepts and available in database to
SNA concepts. The Centre resorted to IMF and UN and other experts for the revision and
updating processes.

The current account and capital account were constructed in accordance to institutional
sectors for 1998-2006, and then the preparation and construction of supply and use tables
and the Integrated Economic Accounts (IEA).

The updating of the national accounts system necessitate that the NCSI expands the
periodic economical and social surveys to develop and improve the quality of the basic data
needed for the preparation of these accounts, the result of which were used in preparation
of national accounts at current and constant prices according to the new methodology for
1998-2012 .

The difference in the GDP by the new methodology at current prices as indicated in this
chapter compared with the previous methodology was due to a number of reasons which
include:

m The economic and social surveys conducted by the Centre allowed collection of a
more detailed data.

m Additional economic activities were covered in the new methodology.

m Updating the method of calculating the intermediate consumption in the new
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methodology according to the detailed data for some economic activities.

Amending the methodology for preparing the value added at constant prices for most
of the economic activities according to new detailed deflators and change of base
year to be 2010 instead of 2000.

Breaking up the economic activities into institutional sectors.

Secondly: Constructed Accounts and Tables:

First: Accounts at Sectoral Level:

Production account; the balancing item is value added balance.
Generation of income account; the balancing item is operating surplus balance.
Allocation of primary income account; and ends with the balance of primary income.

Secondary distribution of income account; the balancing item is disposable income
balance.

Redistribution of income in kind account; the balancing item is adjusted disposable
income.

Use of Income account and ends with the saving.
Capital account; the balancing item is net lending/borrowing.

Second: Accounts at the Overall Level:

Zero account (Good and Service account) which displays the economy balance at the
overall level.

Integrated economic accounts which reflect the integrated accounts for all sectors
including abroad sector.

Supply and use table; which displays the disposable resources (domestic production
+ imports) and the disposal of these resources in detail at the economic activity level.

Thirdly: The Methodology and Sources of Data

A-The Gross Domestic Product (GDP) by Economic Activity

|- Agriculture:-

Sources of data used in estimating Output include the annual survey of agricultural
production for the main crops, some studies carried out by Ministry of Agriculture
and Fisheries, and the periodic survey of agricultural products and livestock
prices conducted by the Centre.

The studies and researches carried by the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries
are utilized for calculating of intermediate consumption.
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2- Fisheries:-

Estimates of the output were based on the periodic surveys of traditional
fishermen conducted by the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries and also data
of commercial fishing companies. As for intermediate consumption some studies
prepared by the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries were used in the estimation
process.

3- Mining and Quarrying:-

3-1 Crude Petroleum: Crude Petroleum Output estimates are obtained by multiplying
production quantities by average monthly price of oil plus the value of crude
petroleum sales to Oman Oil Refineries and Petroleum Industries Company
(ORPIC). The production includes estimated income of services generated by
oil companies. The value added of this activity is estimated by subtracting the
value of intermediate consumption (estimated on the basis detailed data analysis
of current expenditure of PDO and other oil companies) from the value of output.

3-2 Services Incidental to Oil and Gas: Output represents the cost of drilling and
exploration by the oil companies. The intermediate consumption is estimated on
the basis of field surveys.

3-3 Mining of Non Ferrous Metal Ores: Estimates of value added is based on the
analysis of balance sheet of the companies working in this field

3-4 Quarrying of Stone Sand & Clay: Quarrying of stone, sand and clay production
estimates for this activity are based on the periodic survey of quantities conducted
by Ministry of Commerce and Industry.

3-5 Natural Gas: The output of the natural gas activity represents the value of the
government gas consumed. The intermediate consumption is computed based
on the cost of operation of the Government Gas System .It also constitutes the
production of the upstream project of the government owned OLNG , which is
the sales of gas to Oman Liquefied Natural Gas Company . The intermediate
consumption was calculated according to the costs of production operations.

4- Manufacturing:-

4-1 Manufacturing of Refined Petroleum Products: The value added of this industry
was estimated based on the analysis of the Oman Oil Refineries and Petroleum
Industries Company (ORPIC) budget.

4-2 Other Manufacturing: Results of economic survey carried out by the Centre and
the Industrial Survey conducted by Ministry of Commerce and Industry was used
in the estimates of this activity.

4-3 Manufacturing of chemicals and Chemicals Products: Value added based on the
analysis of the budget of the companies working in this field.
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5- Electricity and Water:-

5-1 Electricity: The value added of this activity is represented by the analysis of
the budget of the companies operating in the area of production, transport and
distribution of electricity

5-2 Water: This Activity is divided into public (government) production and private
production. Government production represents total government revenues from
selling water. Private production equals to the value of the water consumed by
households that do not use government water.

6- Construction: -

The construction activity includes all the residential and non-residential buildings
construction operations, construction of roads, electricity and water projects and
land preparation etc.

Estimates of this activity were based the annual economic survey of the
construction carried out by the Centre.

7- Wholesale and Retail Trade, Repair of Vehicles and Personal Household Goods:-

7-1 Maintenance of Vehicles: Output represents the maintenance requirements of
the vehicles for the different economic activities, in addition to the individual’s
expenditure in this field.

7-2 Wholesale and Retail Trade: The output of this activity was estimated based on
the trade margins for the locally produced commodities by type of commodity
and the total trade margin for imports by type of commodity. Intermediate
consumption is obtained from the results of economic surveys of this activity.

7-3 Repair of Personal and Household Goods: Output represents the households’
expenditure on repairing personal and household goods.

8- Hotels and Restaurants:-

Estimates were based on the annual survey of hotels and restaurants carried out
by the Centre.

9-Transport, Storage and Communications:-

9-1 Transport: Output estimates are based on the transport margin for the total supply
of goods (i.e., domestic production plus imports) in addition to the analysis of
financial statements of some companies working in the transport field as well as
the results of the annual economic survey.

9-2 Posts, Telegraphs and Telephones: Estimates were based on the accounts of
the Ministry of Transport and Telecommunication and on the final accounts
of the Oman Telecommunications Company (Omantel) and Omani Qatari
Telecommunications Company (Ooredoo).
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| 0- Financial Intermediation: -

Estimates were based on the annual surveys of Banks, Insurance companies, other
intermediaries and the analysis of final accounts of Muscat Securities Market
(MSM) and the Central Bank of Oman (CBO) .

| |- Real Estate and Business Activities:-

Several secondary activities come under this activity. In general, government, oil
companies’ employment data, the average wage, number of house by type and
average rent were used to calculate the details of this activity. In addition to the
analysis of economic surveys data.

| 2- Producers of Government Services:-

The value added of this activity represents salaries, wages and depreciation.
Estimates were based on the State’s final accounts. The financial accounts were
re-classified into economic accounts according to the New System of National
Accounts (SNA 93) in addition to the distribution of government expenditure to
(10) sectors and the re-valuation of depreciation by using the Perpetual Inventory
Method.

| 3- Education:-

Education is divided into public education and private education. Private
education output represents the revenue of private schools & language schools,
Private Collages, institutes and driving schools. These estimates were based on
the results of the annual economic survey conducted by the Centre and the other
quantitative statistics such as, number of students, schools and institutes. Output
of public education, represents salaries and wages of the government education
sector, plus depreciation, and intermediate consumption.

| 4- Health:-

This activity is also divided into public and private Health. Private health output
represents the income of all private clinics and hospitals. Estimates were based
on the results of the annual economic survey.

Output of public health represents salaries and wages of the health sector in the
government budget, plus depreciation, and the intermediate consumption.
|5- Other Community, Social & Personal Services:-

This activity is divided into public and private. The public aspect represents
salaries and wages of the housing sector and the entertainment, cultural and sport
sector, plus depreciation plus the intermediate consumption.

The private aspect however, was estimated by using economic indicators from
studies conducted by the Centre.
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| 6- Private Households with Employed Persons:-

Numbers of housemaids, servants, cooks and chauffeurs, in addition to the
average annual salary were used to estimate the value of output.

B- Goods and Services Account:

|- Household Final Consumption:-
This is measured by the value of all the individual consumption goods and
services acquired by resident households.

2- Government Final Consumption:-
It is based on the government accounts and it’s calculated by taking total
production minus sales of the government.

3- Gross Fixed Capital Formation:-
The Gross fixed Capital Formation represents the value of imports of machinery
equipment, building and construction in addition to the intangible capital
formation, which is an estimate of oil and gas survey and exploration services.

4- Export and Import of Goods and Services:-

These estimates were based on the foreign trade statistics of commodities and the
estimates of the balance of payments prepared by the Central Bank of Oman.

Fourthly: Terms and Definitions:

|- Gross Domestic Product (GDP):-

It is the gross value of the goods and services, produced inside the country (Gross
Production), minus raw materials and the other goods and services consumed
during the process of production (Intermediate Consumption) within a specified
period usually one year and is equal to the (value added for all resident producers).

The GDP also equals the Gross Final Expenditure (the Final Private Consumption,

Gross Capital Formation, Government Final Consumption and exports of goods

and services) minus import of goods and services. GDP at market prices is equal

to the GDP at factors of production cost plus net taxes on production and imports.
2- Gross National Income (GNI):-

Equal the GDP at market prices, plus the Net Primary Income from abroad (NY).

The Primary Income From Abroad Covers the Following:

a- Profit Remittances.
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b- Investment income (interest, dividends ...etc) paid by a non-resident unit to a
resident unit. The resident unit is a unit that has a center of economic interests in
the country. A unit is considered to be having a center of economic interest if it is
linked to an economic activity for at least one year.

3- Gross National Disposable Income (GNDI):-

Equal the Gross National Product at market prices plus net current transfers
(NCT). This indicator measures the Gross Disposable Income for the population
targeted for final consumption [i.e. what is used for the Gross Final Consumption,
the Gross Capital Formation, net exports of goods and services, Net Primary
Income (NPI) from abroad and Net Current Transfers (NCT)].

4- Gross Saving (S):-

It is the difference between the disposable income and final consumption.

5- Net Lending:-

Net lending or net borrowing in terms of the rest of the world equals savings
minus Gross Capital Formation, plus the remainder from the capital account of
the Balance of Payments. Net lending equals the final balance of the Balance of
Payment.

6- Household Final Consumption (C):-
The expenditure spent by the household on the durable or non-durable goods and
services during a specific period of time.

7- Government Final Consumption (G):-

Equal the value of the goods and services produced for government use. This
equals the goods and services allocated for intermediate consumption, plus the
fixed capital depreciation and employees compensations, minus sales of goods
and services within a specified period of time.

8- Gross Capital Formation (l):-

It is the producers’ expenditure on durable goods used in the production process
i.e. machinery, equipment, vehicles, buildings and construction. It includes some
intangible assets such as oil industry surveys for oil exploration purposes, and
change in stock.

9- Export of Goods and Services (X):-

Include the transfer of ownership of goods from the residents of the country to those
residing in other countries and also the transfer of services provided by resident
producers to the residents in other countries.
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10- Import of Goods and Services (M):-

Include the transfer of ownership of goods from those residing abroad to those
residing inside the country and also the transfer of the services provided by the
producers residing abroad to those residing inside the country.

I I- Current Account Balance (CAB):-

Represent the net country’s trade of goods and services, the Net Primary Income
from abroad and the current transfers.

12- Gross Domestic Product at Current and Constant Prices:-

Estimates of the GDP growth at current prices include growth as a result of
the increase of prices and volume of production. Adjustment of price effect on
economic growth will be carried out when calculating the GDP at constant prices
(or at the prices prevalent in the base year).

13- The Deflator:-

It is the result of the current prices divided by constant prices. It is thus a kind of
measure of change in prices and inflation in the economy. It is computed as the
percentage increase or decrease in the deflator from one year to another.

4- The Non-Financial Corporations Sector:-

This include all companies or quasi-companies whose main principle activity is
the production of market goods or non-financial services.

I5- The Financial Corporations Sector:-

The financial corporations sector consists of all resident corporation or quasi-
corporation principally engaged in financial intermediation or in auxiliary
financial activities which are closely related to financial intermediation.

16-The General Government Sector:-

This sector consists of government unit legal entities established by political
process which have legislative, judicial or executive authority within given
area. The principle function of these units is to assume responsibilities for the
provision of goods and services to the community or to individual household and
to financial their provision out of taxation or other income; to redistribute income
and wealth by means of transfer; and engage in non market production.

|7-The Households Sector:-

The household defined as (a small group of persons who share the same living
accommodation ,who pool some or all of their income and wealth who consumed
certain types of goods and services like housing, food,....... etc).
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Servant (who household pay for them wages) do not form part of their employer’s
household even though they may be provided with accommodation and meals as
remuneration in kind. Paid domestic employees have no claim upon the collective
resources of their employers’ households. This entails calculating the costs of
non-household consumption of such workers within the family they work for and
therefore they are treated as separate families. Included in the preparation of units
of family members who live in institutions such as the patients remain in hospital
for a long time, as well as those living in the shops and places of worship or in
prison for a long time, as well as individuals from the elderly living in homes for
the elderly.

| 8-The Non-Profit Institution Serving Households Sector:-

Are legal or social entities created for the purpose of producing goods and services
whose status does not permit them to be source of income, profit or other financial
gain to the units that establish, control or financial them.

|9-The Rest of The World:-

Consist of all non-residents institutional that enter into transactions with resident
unit or have other economic link with resident unit. It includes creation institution
unit that may be physically located within the geographic boundary of a country;
for example embassies, military bases.....etc. It does also include non resident
unit outside the country.

20-Producation Account:-

Production account is the first in the sequence of current accounts; the balancing
item is value added. It can be measured either gross or net; that is, before or after
deducting consumption of fixed capital. This account is compiled for institutional
units, sectors and total economy as well as for establishments and industries.

21-The Primary Distribution of Income Account:-

The primary distribution income of account income show how gross value added
is distributed to factors of labour and capital, government and where necessary,
flows to and from the rest of the world. Its balancing item is the balance of primary
incomes.

22-Generation of Income Account:-

The generation of income account records, from the point of view of producers,
distributive transactions which are directly linked to the process of production.
The resources consist of value added; its uses include compensation of employees,
and taxes on production and imports, less subsidies, as far as they are included in
the valuation of output. The balancing item is operating surplus/mixed income.
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23-The Secondary Distribution of Income Account:-

The Secondary distribution of income account covers in principle redistribution of
income through transfers in cash only, in order to distinguish between distribution
of income through transfers in cash and transfers in kind. . The balancing item is
disposable income. This includes the account of three types of current transfers
in cash:-

1. Current taxes on income and wealth, including: income tax for the household
sector, and taxes on profits and the ongoing projects, as well as taxes on wealth
that pays a regular basis

2. Benefits and social contributions received by workers in the household sector

3. Other current transfers such as net premiums and benefits for non-life insurance,
also includes transfers between units of government or between the household
sector

24-Redistribution of Income in kind Account:-

The redistribution of income in kind account shows two more elements in the
description of the redistribution process. First, it records social benefits in kind,
which include both benefits for which the recipient household does not incur
the expense and benefits for which the household makes the initial outlay and
is later reimbursed. Secondly, it records the transfer for individual non-market
goods and services, such as education, not included in social benefits in kind. All
these transactions are included under the heading of social transfers in kind in the
classification of distributive transactions.

25-The use of Income Account:-

This account deals with the various uses of the income and ends with the saving.
It is divided into two sub-accounts: the uses of disposable income account, the
calculation of the uses of adjusted disposable income account. Of these two sub-
accounts be noted that final consumption is equal to actual final consumption
expenditure at the national level, even they are different at the sectoral level.

26-The Capital Account:-

The capital account records transactions linked to acquisitions of non-financial
assets and capital transfers involving the redistribution of wealth. The right side
includes net saving and capital transfers receivable and capital transfers payable
(with minus sign) in order to arrive that part of changes in net worth due to saving
and capital transfers. The capital account includes among uses the various types
of investment in non-financial assets. Because consumption of fixed capital is a
negative change in fixed assets, it is recorded, with a negative sign, on the left
side of the account. Entering gross fixed capital formation (+) and consumption of
fixed capital (-) on this side is equivalent to entering net fixed capital formation.
The balancing item is either net lending (+), which measures the net amount a
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unit or a sector finally has available to finance, directly or indirectly, other units or
sectors, or net borrowing (-) which corresponds to the amount a unit or a sector
finally is obliged to borrow from others.

27-The Financial Account:-

The financial account dealing with the process related to financial instruments as
assets or liabilities. Where, the changes in liabilities are equal to the change in
assets at the aggregate level, but differ at the sectoral level, including the rest of
the world. The financial account is the account after the capital account, which
reflects the changes that occur on the assets and liabilities during the year under
study as a result of dealings between the sectors and evaluation of financial assets
or liabilities of the acquisition value paid. Value does not include commissions
or costs of services paid during the process of acquisition, where such costs are
recorded as payments such as buying services. Also rule out the possibility of
taxes on financial transactions, dealing with the tax on services within taxes on
products. The financial account is considered as the starting point for the tables of
financial flows-dimensional triangular, which represents an important addition to
the new system.

28-Other Change in Asset Account:-

The other change in asset account records those exceptional events which cause
not only the value but also the volume of assets and liabilities to vary. In addition
to the kind of events referred to above, such as the consequences of war or
earthquakes, this account also includes some adjustment elements like changes
in classification and structure which may or may not have an influence on net
worth. The balancing item, changes in net worth due to other changes in volume
of assets, is recorded on the right side.

29-The Balance Sheet:-

The opening and closing balance sheets, display assets on the left side, liabilities
and the net worth on the right side. Assets and liabilities, as previously explained,
are valued at the prices of the date a balance sheet is established. Net worth, the
difference between assets and liabilities, is the balancing item of balance sheets.
It is equivalent to the present value of the stock of economic value a unit or a
sector holds. In more detailed presentations of balance sheets, the various types
of assets and
